Entry fee includes $3 USAC. $15 for 
a second race.  In the event of rain or snow the race will be cancelled and all 
money refunded.  All proceeds will go towards Richmond Pro Cycling's efforts to 
combat childhood obesity. 
 
Rules: All USAC rules apply.  Each racer must present a valid USAC annual 
license.  One-day license (Cat5 men and Cat4 women only, $10 cash or check) 
will be available for purchase at time of packet pickup.  Promoter reserves the 
right to cancel or combine events if there are less than 10 riders in an event.   
Start time are approximate but no race will start ahead of its scheduled time.
